DIRECTIONS TO THE INSTRUCTOR FOR GROUP ACTIVITY 1
Preparation: Duplicate the handout The Bookworm’s Shopping List (below), one per student. Obtain Internet access for the students. 

Process: Divide the class into groups of three or four students each. Give each student a copy of the handout.
